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Rent Relief is still available

Virginia is administering relief for renters experi-
encing a negative financial impact due to the
COVID-19 pandemic through the Virginia Rent Re-
lief Program (RRP). Through this state program,
you can apply (or your landlord may apply on your
behalf) to receive funds to pay delinquent rent ar-
rear payments back to April 1, 2020 and up to
three months of payments into the future to main-
tain housing stability. The total payments may not
exceed a total of 15 months of rental assistance
per household.

All renters are encouraged to apply. There are
some eligibility requirements and the application
is online.
